Breakfast and After School Club provides out of school

provision for 3 —11 year olds, Monday to Friday term-
time only.

Breakfast Club is open from 7:45am. The practitioners
will take the children into class at 08:50am.

The cost for Breakfast Club is £3.

After School Club is open until 5:45pm. The
practitioners will collect the children from their
classroom at the end of the school day.

The cost for After School Club is £9*.

To book your child into any of the sessions, please see
the Early Years Reception team to fill in an admissions
form.

* If you wish for your child to stay just until 4pm for after school club,
the cost is £3 however they will not receive a snack and if they are
collected after 4pm there will be a £9 charge.
